In the past decade neo liberal politics has nourished a ‘debate’ played out within the media and the academy, which has become popularly known as the ‘history wars’. The leading personality in this debate is Keith Windschuttle and his work entitled: The Fabrication of Aboriginal History (2000). Several responses to Windschuttle have been mounted within the academy and public forums by Henry Reynolds, Robert Manne, Pat Grimshaw, Lyndall Ryan and Stuart Macintyre. The publication of several books have followed such as Robert Manne’s Whitewash: On Keith Windschuttle’s Fabrication of Aboriginal History (2003), Bain Attwoods’s Telling the Truth About Aboriginal History (2004) and Stuart MacIntyre and Anna Clark’s The History Wars (2005).  This all - Indigenous symposium offers a different perspective on the ‘history wars’.  Indigenous scholars will provide analyses and facilitate discussion about how the ‘history wars’ have impacted on Indigenous people and scholarship.
